DISTINGUISHING EEATURES OF THE CLASS: Positions in this class

primarily entail routine manual operations of automotive eguipment
which is somewhat heavier and more complex than is characteristic
of vehicles assigned to a Motor Equipment Operator (Light) but
lighter and easier to manipulate than equipment driven by a Motor
Equipment Operator (Heavy)-. Employees in this class may, upon
occcasion, drive heavier equipment than that normally associated
with the medium c¢lass, but these instances are of infrequent
occurrence. The work is performed under immediate supervision and
in accordance with detailed instructions, but employees are
responsible for the safe and economical operation of their
equipment. The incumbent does related work as required.

Operates snowplow, dumptruck, sewer eductor, snow loader, roller,
stone crusher, abrasive spreader, street and sewer flusher,
ieaf loader or related equipment;
